A. Introduction to Strings

We will discuss the material from Chapter 8 in class.  

We will also talk about how more modern programming languages model strings, and why the approaches taken in these languages are much more effective in most ways than the C approach.  Again, how we model real data entities in a programming language is the key element in this discussion.  The C model of strings provides the programmer with considerable power and flexibility in manipulating strings.  The usual downside of this is that the string modeling and manipulation features provided in C require more attention to detail and are far more error prone than those provided in other languages.
