The difference between BG1 and BG2:
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I see that BG2 contains less of the foreground (and shadow) than BG1. Essentially BG1 contains foreground pixels averaged with background pixels. If we also take only the frames that contain less than the mean number of changed pixels for calculating the standard deviation for each pixel then we get a more sensitive detector. This means that the number of pixels where movement is detected is increased.
