I have also included the six figures from fig_1 to fig_6. These images are given the name Image 1, Image 2 and so on till Image 6 that can be seen listed in the List box in the slides once you run the slides in GUI.

You can run the files from the D drive itself but if you are not running directly from the D Drive, then Download RGB2lab.m file along with all other files as this function is used in my algorithms.

Save all the files in your computer and Open the Matlab and write, “guide” in the Command window. This opens the GUI in Matlab in a new window. Open the .fig files like for example  “First_slide. Fig”. If you need to view the code behind that slide or the (.m) file of the slide, press on the tab that shows Matlab symbol in the Toolbar.

To run this slide, in the Menu bar go to “Debug” tab and then option “Run”. This would launch the slide. 

In the slide go to the List box which has a list of Images listed in it. And choose your image by clicking on it. As you click on the required image name in the listbox the image would be displayed in the one of the boxes.

Press the Segment pushbutton and the image would be segmented and would be displayed in the second box placed next to the first one.

First and fourth algorithm takes least time to run therefore it can be run but Second and third algorithm takes a while to run therefore if needed then run for only one image.
