· The initial image has some white dots on the image.

· The smoothed image obtained by averaging has the spots but they are blurred out and the image is overall blurred compared to the original image. The spots are not that clear any more but neither is the image.

· The image after using a median filter is pretty clear and the filter removed the spots too. 

· Erosion produced a darker image without the spots. This gave us a darker image than the one from the Median method.

· Dilation produced a very invisible image where the spots became very clear small white squares.

· Opening filter produced a nice image, which was darker than the one I get using the Median filter. However, the spots were gone. 

· Closing filter produced a very dark image compared to the ones we got using the Median and Opening filters. However, the spots were gone. A small black square, visible only when using the Erosion filter is now prominent.

· Erosion produced a darker image without the spots.

· Opening filter produced a nice image, which was darker than the one I get using the Median filter. However, the spots were gone. The white spot near the right top corner wasn’t visible anymore.

· Closing filter produced a very dark image compared to the ones we got using the Median and Opening filters. However, the spots were gone. The white spot near the right top corner wasn’t visible anymore. However, a small black square, visible only when using the Erosion filter is now prominent.
