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First of all, I was going to pick the similar topic of his.  Because I personally own an AIBO from Sony and this expensive dog has an ability to do home security in many different aspects.  For example, I can see the view of what the AIBO is watching or I can say something and AIBO says exactly the same thing.  Simply it is programmable to do things for home security, but it is supposed to be an entertainment robot.  I personally think that Sony’s AIBO is too expensive to be a toy for kids.  

Back to his paper, I noticed that he explained his topic too roughly and also noticed that his project proposal and the rough draft is somewhat the same.  Since this paper is a rough draft, I can catch the basic statement of what he is doing for the final project but not fully understandable for the program which he coded.
