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     As written, the paper is not formatted in a very readable way. I found it a bit hard to follow. It lacked clear examples and made several claims of a subjective nature that were not backed with solid research. 

     Beginning with the introduction, I found the statements regarding the natural world, particularly with regard to humankind being the only species in the natural world to display all the conceptual values of higher intelligence to be highly subjective. The claim that the artificial intelligence field was born to answer the question can artificial non-biological, entities possess intelligence seemed somewhat subjective as well or perhaps just unclear. 

     The paper’s format did not help its readability either, as sentences were broken in the middle and ended on the following page. The examples provided for the individual AI systems were not really explained very clearly and not enough detail was given on their individual design and function. There appeared to be an entire section of text missing that would have explained KBS using Prolog, and the paper lacked any form of conclusion at all. One of the sources used was Wikipedia which is written largely by contributing members and is therefore not an entirely credible research source, I would have substantiated what I had found on Wikipedia using more credible information.

Overall, I think this paper needs a great deal of work, paying particular attention to detail and format.
